Option: Awareness campaign on consideration
What it would involve:

1. identifying the issues of lack of consideration: parking on pavements / verges / on corners / across driveways / on yellow (+ keep clear) lines / blocking bus on DT Road.

2. attempt an education / information programme

3. target at specific groups, eg parents with kids at schools via the school / PTA; shoppers and workers in local shops; organisations hiring church hall etc – include in terms of hire; Dore Grill customers (non-locals via management)

4. Dore to Door campaign

5. provide stickers and flyers for offenders’ windscreens.

Issues addressed:

Reduced car use. Compliance with certain other options such as permits, waiting times. Policing

Arguments against
Difficult to deal with outsiders.
