Option: One way system
What it would involve:

One way system High Street – Devonshire Terrace Road. One way up Townhead Road to Drury Lane continue all of Dev Terr Road one way.

Signs and road markings.
Issues addressed:

No parking issues addressed.

Improves traffic flow.

Arguments in favour
High Street too narrow between butcher’s and Devonshire pub. Would ease traffic flow. Parking area already in place outside. For parking visitors to Co-Op. Reduce pavement on Co-Op side. 
Arguments against
Pavement outside Co-Op has to stay – utilities under that.

Bus terminus in village encourages parking nearby for those catching bus, move terminus to edge of village but leave bus travelling through village.

One way would increase traffic flow on Dev Terrace Road.

This doesn’t have sufficient impact on parking. This is a traffic flow issue.

Agree, traffic flow issues are a symptom of parking problems, not an issue in itself.

Not environmentally friendly, traffic going longer journeys.
